KEY FINDINGS

· Criminal justice is an important issue for both parties with 49% of Democrats and 41% of Republicans saying the issue “will influence” their votes.

· Across party id, young adults support the automatic restoration of voting rights for those who have completed their jail or prison sentence with 60% of Republicans, 63% of Independents, and 80% of Democrats either strongly or somewhat supporting this policy initiative. 

· Majorities of Democrats (58%) support the idea of allowing those currently in jail or prison to vote, along with 47% or Independents and just over a third (34%) of Republicans

· Independent and Republican young adults tend to believe that Latinx and Black individuals are treated about the same as white individuals by the police with 43% of Independents and 49% of Republicans stating that Black and white individuals are treated the same by the police, and 49% of Independents and 55% of Republicans stating that Latinx and white individuals are treated the same by the police. In contrast, 70% of Democrats believe that the police treat Black individuals worse than white individual and two-thirds (66%) of Democrats believe that the police treat Latinx individuals worse than white individuals.  

· Only 44% of independents, compared to 63% of Democrats and 72% of Republicans would always or almost always call the police if they needed help.

· While young people across party have largely had similar experiences with the police in terms of the percentage who either themselves or someone they know have been stopped by the police, arrested, convicted of a crime served time in jail or prison, Republicans (31%) are less likely to have experienced directly or known someone to experience harassment or violence at the hands of the police.  Forty-six percent of Democrats and 44% or Independents indicate knowing someone or experiencing such treatment directly.

· Overwhelming majorities of young adults across party agree that “the police are necessary for safe communities” and have favorable opinions toward the police.

· Less than a majority of young Democrats (43%) and young Independents (34%) believe you can always or often trust the police to do what is right.  Majorities of young Republicans (62%) believe they can be trusted always or often to do what is right.

· While pluralities of Democrats (46%) and Independents (47%) believe the budgets of their local police department should be kept the same, pluralities of young Republicans believe the budgets should be increased.

· Only majorities of Republicans (54%) believe violence against the police is an extremely or very serious problem.  Thirty-eight percent of Democrats and 37% of Independents agree.

· There is support for within the Democratic and Independent parties for releasing everyone in jail or prison serving time for non-violent offenses: 62% of Democrats, 50% of Independents, For Republicans, 42% of Republicans somewhat or strongly support this policy change.

· Majorities of young adults, across party, support criminal justice and policing policies such as having police wear video cameras, making it more difficult to put people in jail for minor infractions, putting police under the supervision of community accountability boards, utilizing community policing, and eliminating jail or prison time for non-violent offense.

· Democrats (71%) are much more likely than Independents (49%) and Republicans (33%) to believe that the killing of Black Americans by the police are part of a larger pattern in the police’s treatment of Black Americans.

· Only majorities of Democrats (73%) believe the killing of Black people by the police in the United States is an extremely or very serious problem.  In contrast 45% of Independents and 34% of Republicans believe that to be the case.

· There are substantial differences by party in young adults’ views about how police who are charged with the killing of Black people are treated in the courts.  Among Democrats 75% believe “the police get off too often”, while 50% of Independents and 32% of Republicans agree.  

· Overwhelming majorities of Democrats (83%) support the Movement called #BlackLivesMatter, while 58% of Independents and 38% of Republicans also strongly or somewhat support the movement.

· Across party id, majorities of young adults believe that “the courts generally get cases right, meaning most of the people convicted of a crime really are guilty.”

· Majorities of Democrats (52%) and Independents (55%) disagree with the statement that “communities are safer when we send people to prison who are convicted of certain non-violent offenses.”  In contrast, 65% of young Republicans agree that communities are safer when people convicted of certain non-violent offenses are sent to prison.

· Majorities of young adults across party id agree that “the use of prisons has negatively impacted Black communities more than other communities. While 80% of Democrats agree, smaller majorities 52% of Independents and Republicans also agree.

STUDY METHODOLOGY

The GenForward July survey is a project of Professor Cathy J. Cohen at the University of Chicago. Interviews were conducted with a representative sample from GenForwardSM, a nationally representative survey panel of adults ages 18-36 recruited and administered by NORC at the University of Chicago.

A total of 3,427 interviews were conducted between June 27th and July 11th, 2019 with adults ages 18-36, including completed interviews with 896 African American young adults, 539 Asian American young adults, 995 Latinx young adults, 903 white young adults, and 134 young adults with other racial and ethnic backgrounds. The survey was offered in English and Spanish and via telephone and web modes.  

The GenForward survey was built from two sample sources:
· Fifty-one percent of the completed interviews are sourced from NORC’s AmeriSpeak® Panel and from the Black Youth Project (BYP) panel of young adults recruited by NORC. AmeriSpeak is a probability based panel that also uses address-based sample but sourced from the NORC National Frame with enhanced sample coverage. During the initial recruitment phase of the AmeriSpeak panel, randomly selected U.S. households were sampled with a known, non-zero probability of selection and then contacted by U.S. mail, email, telephone, and field interviewers (face-to-face). The BYP sample is from a probability-based household panel that uses an address-based sample from a registered voter database of the entire U.S.  Households were selected using stratified random sampling to support over-sampling of households with African Americans, Latinxs, and Asian Americans ages 18-36. NORC contacted sampled households by U.S. mail and by telephone, inviting them to register and participate in public opinion surveys twice a month.
· The AmeriSpeak panel sample was supplemented with respondents from the Dynata nonprobability online opt-in panel. Forty-nine percent of the completed interviews are sourced from the Dynata panel. To help to reduce potential bias in the nonprobability sample, Dynata attempted to balance the nonprobability respondent sample by age, race and ethnicity, gender, and partisanship. In order to incorporate the nonprobability sample, NORC used TrueNorth calibration services, an innovative hybrid calibration approach developed at NORC based on small area estimation methods in order to explicitly account for potential bias associated with the nonprobability sample. The purpose of TrueNorth calibration is to adjust the weights for the nonprobability sample so as to bring weighted distributions of the nonprobability sample in line with the population distribution for characteristics correlated with the survey variables. Such calibration adjustments help to reduce potential bias, yielding more accurate population estimates.

Panelists on both the BYP and AmeriSpeak panels are invited to register for the panel via the web or by telephone to participate in public opinion surveys.

Of the 3,427 completed interviews in the GenForward July survey, 98 percent were completed by web and 2 percent by telephone. The survey completion rate is 20.0 percent. The weighted AAPOR RR3 panel recruitment rate is 20.3 percent and the weighted household panel retention rate is 85.5 percent, for a cumulative AAPOR Response Rate 3 of 3.4 percent. The overall margin of sampling error is +/- 2.40 percentage points at the 95 percent confidence level, including the design effect. Among subgroups, the margin of sampling error at the 95 percent confidence level is +/- 4.13 percentage points for African Americans, +/- 5.68 percentage points for Asian Americans, +/- 4.98 percentage points for Latinxs, and +/- 3.73 percentage points for whites.

To encourage cooperation, respondents were offered incentives for completing the survey that ranged from the cash-equivalent of $3 to the cash-equivalent of $10.

The interviews from the two probability-based sample sources were combined for statistical weighting and analysis. The combined panel samples provide sample coverage of approximately 97% of the U.S. household population. Those excluded from the sample include people with P.O. Box only addresses, some addresses not listed in the USPS Delivery Sequence File, and some newly constructed dwellings. The statistical weights incorporate the appropriate probability of selection for the BYP and AmeriSpeak samples, nonresponse adjustments, and also, raking ratio adjustments to population benchmarks for 18-64-year-old adults. A poststratification process is used to adjust for any survey nonresponse as well as any non-coverage or under- and over-sampling resulting from the study-specific sample design. The poststratification process was done separately for each racial/ethnic group and involved the following variables: age, gender, education, and census region. The weighted data, which reflect the U.S. population of adults ages 18-36, and the 18-36-year-old populations for African Americans, Latinxs, Asian Americans, and non-Latinx whites, were used for all analyses.  
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
