v" GenForward is a nationally representative survey of Millennials led by Dr.
Cathy Cohen from the University of Chicago fielded by NORC with oversamples
of African American, Latino/as and Asian American Millennials ages 18-34.
This survey, taken from April 14 to May 1, 2017, includes interviews with 528
African American, 262 Asian American, 518 Latino/a, 504 white young adults,
and 41 young adults with other racial and ethnic backgrounds.

The survey was offered in English and Spanish and via
telephone and web modes.
